The proposed Danforth POA guideline will comply with this act while suggesting
guidelines to maintain the standards of the neighborhood.

Satellite Dishes

Satellite dishes that are one meter (39.37 inches) or less in diameter may be
installed without ARC approval. Whenever possible, the dish should be installed in
such a way that it is not readily visible from the street or offsite views.

Satellite dishes over one meter in diameter are considered ancillary structures.
Any property owner who wishes to install a satellite dish over one meter in
diameter shall make an application with the ARC.
